This place was originally an airport for Japanese Air Force during the WWII and eventually
converted to a National Park. Construction started 1979. Present park area is 1.5 sa. km
(378 acres) and still under development. It consists of flower gardens, sand dunes,

park, meadow, cycling paths, BBQ area etc. It is the site for the “Rock in Japan Festival”
held annually in August. It is one of the four largest rock’ n’ roll music festivals in Japan.

This park provides quite nice place for outdoor recreation for just about everyone. Wheel
chair accessibility is quite good, except for some part of the steep hills.




How to get there from J-PARC ?

The West Entrance of the park is 6.8 km from the Main Gate of JAEA/J-PARC. Go south on
Rt.245 for 4.4 km. Turn left at the intersection with Rt.31. Go on the Rt.31 (east) for 0.4km
turn left to Rt. 247 at the T-intersection. In 2km, you reach the West Entrance Gate of the
park. It will take a bit over 20 minutes by car, 30 minutes or so by bicycle. You may take an
Ibaraki Kotsu Bus from the JAEA/J-PARC Main Gate to Higashi Ibaraki Hospital.

Then it is approximately Skm walk. Having a bicycle is great in the park. You may ride your
bicycle or rent one in the park.

Please note that bicycle path and pedestrian path are separated clearly (signs in Japanese
only) to reduce accidents. Access by bicycle is limited to bicycle paths only. Lots of bicycle
Parking space is provided alongside of the bicycle paths.

BBQ facility
BBQ’ ing is allowed only in the designated area. Using the BB(
facility (incl. kitchen detergent, dolly to carry equipments, etc.
is free of charge, but must be reserved beforehand. Call
029-265-9002 for reservation. Application can be done
from three months prior to and at least one week prior
to the day of the BBQing. You bring charcoal, cooking
utensils, food etc. Charcoal 3kg can be purchased at 500 yer

Pets
Pets may accompany you, provided that you will keep them on leash
and clean droppings. The area you can take pets is somewhat limited.
